To tie in with the subject of this year’'s Lent talks of ‘Law, Order,
Justice and Freedom’ this month’s cover picture depicts Lady
Justice or Justitia (the Roman Goddess of Justice).

Lady Justice is most often depicted with a set of scales
suspended from her left hand, upon which she measures the
strengths of a case's support and opposition.

The double-edged sword in her right hand, symbolises the power
of Reason and Justice, which may be wielded either for or against
any party.

She is often depicted wearing a blindfold in order to indicate that
justice is (or should be) meted out objectively, without fear or
favor, regardless of identity, money, power, or weakness.

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Naturalist Henry David Thoreau is often noted fog statement that most men

1854, he published his experiences in a book calidalden”. He wrote “I went
to the woods because | wished to live deliberatelyfront on the essential facts
of life, and see if | could not learn what it hadtéach, and not, when | came to
die, discover that | had not lived. | did not wishlive what was not life because
living is so deatr...
