Dear Friends 
 

The other weekend I was staying at my daughter‘s in Reading, 
and on the way down, we stopped for lunch in one of the National 
Trust properties just outside Henley–on-Thames. The weather 
was absolutely magnificent, and so were the gardens and the 
grounds of this house. 
 

As we had a couple of hours to spare, we started by going 
through the walled gardens of the this stately home, and we 
walked through wonderful wisteria, with trunks thicker than my 
arms which made the one I planted the other week look a real 
miserable specimen; we saw clematis completely covering walls, 
and many other varieties of flora, some new and some old 
favourites – all set in these walled gardens that had originally 
been rooms in a mediaeval manor house     
 

After we’d done that we did one of the walks through the woods, 
and I have to say that the bluebells were at their magnificent best 
– as good as any I’ve seen. What you notice, though, is that if you 
pick one single bluebell, nice though it may be, it is only ever one 
flower just like any other; it is only when there is a mass of them 
that the have that singular beauty that is so characteristic of the 
English woodland. 
 

The afternoon was very relaxing after a weekday trip down the 
motorway network, but like all quiet spaces, it did give time for 
some thoughts, and one of those started with the old gardener’s 
joke. A man stood admiring a wonderful garden while the 
gardener was working, and he said to the gardener, “Isn’t God’s 
work so well-ordered and neat.” The gardener replied, “You may 
think so, but you should have seen it when he was working it on 
His own”! A valid point if you think about it – the best gardens are 
those where God and man work together – God gives us the seed 
and the soil to plant it in with the rain and sun to make it grow, but 
we, using the talents He gave us, weed it, work it, and harvest it.  
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The second thought, of course, is that, like the single bluebell, we 
have little effect, but together we can proclaim God’s glory to the 
world, by teaching and living His gospel.   
 

I hope you have chance through the summer to enjoy God’s 
creation all around us; whether you’re a gardener or not, leave 
some time to stop and look, to enjoy and to give thanks to Him. At 
the same time, though, please think of our own role in creation as 
stewards of His gifts, and as His hands and lips in spreading His 
Word.

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Pause for Thought   with Norma Fox  
 

Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same spirit; 
And there are varieties of service, but the same Lord; 
And there are varieties of working, but it is the same God  
who inspires them all in every way.   1 Corinthians 12 v 4 
 

Have you seen the famous picture of Jesus with the children of 
the world close around Him? When I first saw it many years ago I 
thought how beautiful is God’s love for all his children, but it was 
only recently I heard this story about it. 
  

The picture was almost finished and the artist had gone to bed 
when he was disturbed by the feeling that somebody was in his 
studio. He imagined that a man was in front of his picture with a 
paint brush in his hand. “Stop”, cried the artist, “you will ruin my 
picture!”  “You have ruined it already,” said the stranger continuing 
to paint. “You have given all the children white faces and in 
heaven there are children with black faces, and brown ones and 
yellow ones, so I am putting it right for you. 
  

Then the artist realised the stranger was Jesus, and as he did so, 
the figure vanished from his sight.  In the morning, the artist 
hurried to his studio, but the picture was just as he left it the night 
before. Picking up his brushes and paint he began to work 
quickly. Soon the picture was completed in the way it should have 
been, with a little Chinese child, a Negro, an Arab, an Indian and 
one little white child – all gathered round the knee of their Saviour. 
 

God loves us all equally, knows us all individually and gives to 
each one of us his love, blessings to share with others. It doesn’t  
matter what colour or creed we are, his love enfolds us all, and in 
response we too should show His love in our lives. 
  
I have a friend who is always busy, most times when I call she 
has on her apron, she may be ironing, caring for her sister, or at 
the sink.

The Rector said he had received two written nominations from Mr A 
Wright and Miss K J Hayes. He asked if there were any other nominations 
and there being none, the nominations were declared closed and Mr 
Wright and Miss Hayes were duly elected for 2010/2011.

The Rector thanked Arnold and Kathryn for their work and commitment 
during the past year. He said a lot of the work they did was unseen and he 
appreciated all that they did for the Parish. 
 

The Vestry Meeting was then closed. 
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The Annual Parochial Church Meeting followed immediately afterwards 
and the following business took place. 
 

Report of the Electoral Roll Officer  
 

Mr Wright reported that the Roll had been revised after the appropriate 
Notices had been displayed in the time allowed. To the 182 names on the 
roll; 9 had been added and 10 deleted making the current number of 181.  
Of these 30% lived in the Parish and 70% outside. This had been the 
trend for many years. 
 

Mr Wright explained the new rules for weddings in the Church when 
couples do not have to appear on the Electoral Roll to be married if they 
can prove a connection with the Church either through their Baptism or 
that of a Parent or Grandparent. This had resulted in less names being put 
on the Roll as a temporary measure. 
Mr Wright was thanked for his work on the Roll. 
 

Deanery Synod Report  

This was given by Miss S Wright. 
  

Presentation of the Accounts & Annual Report of the  PCC 
 

Copies of the Annual Report and the Accounts were handed out. 
 

Mr Cameron spoke to the Accounts pointing out that endowment interest 
was down because of the current state of interest rates. Gift Aid again 
produced a welcome addition to our Income. Also the sale of 41 Parr 
Street had eased our regular outgoings. St John’s had again been unable 
to contribute the Parish  Share.   
 

Mr Wright added that the amount shown in the Fabric Fund was deceptive 
as most of it had been used already this year for continuing payments for 
the work on the Tower. 
 

Mr Wright summarised the Annual Report explaining that as a Registered  
Charity we are required by law to produce the report in a predefined 
format, showing that we give consideration to the Charity Commission’s 
guidance on public benefit. 
It was proposed by Miss D Rothwell and seconded by Mrs K Wilson that 
the Report and Accounts be accepted. 

This was unanimously agreed. 
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Election of PCC Members for 2010/2011  
 

There were 6 vacancies; three members had served 6 years and had to 
retire and three members were eligible for re-election having served 3 
years. These were Mr Alan Illidge,  Mrs Pauline Beckett and Mrs Sandra 
Kirk. All had agreed to continue and were duly re-elected. 
 

There had been two written nominations received for Mrs Lynne Gough 
and Mrs Janet Cliffe. Mrs Margaret Sefton was nominated and seconded 
at the Meeting. There were no further nominations and these three were 
elected to serve for 3 years.   
   

The three retiring members Mrs M Dolan, Mrs A Forshaw and Mrs S 
Jeffery were thanked for their contributions to the Council.
