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Lady Chapel Centenary Celebrations
21% June — 8™ July
(9.00am — 5.00pm)

Liverpool Cathedral Lady Chapel celebrates its centenary in June
2010. It was the first part of the Cathedral to be consecrated (on
St Peter’'s Day 1910), and all services were held there for the first
fourteen years of the Cathedral's life until the main part of the
Cathedral was finished and consecrated in 1924.

The Lady Chapel staircase and Atrium house the ‘Noble Women’
windows; 23 stained glass panels commemorating women who
have made an important contribution to society throughout history.
The Liverpool Diocesan Girls Friendly Society raised £200 from its
members to pay for these windows. Subjects include Queen
Victoria, Elizabeth Barrett Browning, Christina Rosetti, Elizabeth
Fry, Grace Darling, Catherine Gladstone and Susanna Wesley.
Alongside these women are Josephine Butler, Agnes Jones and
Kitty Wilkinson — all social reformers with important links to
Liverpool. The windows were designed by JW Brown and
installed in 1910.

The dedication of the windows in the Lady Chapel to ‘noble
women’ was very forward thinking for the time. Women did not
even have the vote until 1918, and the Cathedral Stained Glass
Committee consisted exclusively of men. The windows reflect a
strong commitment to honouring the contribution of these women
to society, and they also include women of great significance to
Liverpool.

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Pause for Thought with Norma Fox

“The best relationship is one in which love for each other exceeds your need for each
other”
This is a quote from the wisdom of the Dalai Lama.

While on holiday, sitting at a table next to us in a small harbour side café were three
elderly fishermen in deep discussion. The topic was friendship and the qualities
which make a true friend. It was interesting to hear the stories of kindly acts. They
painted a clear picture of the closely knit community in which the men lived, of how
they all helped each other. Then, one man brought the discussion to an abrupt end
be saying with a twinkle in his eye:- “To my mind a true friend will always come to
your aid.”

This set me thinking, friendship is something that cannot be bought but can be
treasured, it is a thing of beauty we can make and share.

Those of you, who like myself enjoy knitting will understand the effort, love and care
that goes into each garment, the pattern we choose to knit may not be easy to follow
but with time and patience we can achieve a garment of lasting pleasure.

| once read that “the garment of friendship is knitted on needles of give and take.”
What is so enduring about true friendship is that our friends know and see our faults
and weaknesses and still like us in spite of them. Friendship, however, is a two-way
concept. To have a friend you must be a friend - giving is as important as receiving.

In the words of an old Indian proverb: “For friendship of two, the patience of one is
necessary”.

Love and trust are every bit as important as patience in the knitting pattern of
friendship. It adds immeasurably to the quality of our lives, so if you have friends who
love and care about you, you are truly blessed.

Jesus says we are His friends for he tells us his plans, he redeems us and promises
to be always beside us.

What a friend we have in Jesus, He knows our every weakness and in His arms He'll
take and shield us.

Does not your heart overflow with love for Him?
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John Keble, Priest and poet (1792-1866)

This month on 14" July in the Church Calendar we commemorate
John Keble who was a brilliant scholar, becoming a fellow of Oriel
College, Oxford at the age of 19. A few years later he was
ordained and became a leader of the Tractarian movement which
protested against liberal developments in religion and politics.

He did not seek high office but became a priest near Winchester
where he remained until his death in 1866.

He is still known today for some of his poems which were set to
music and became well-loved hymns still sung today including,
“Blest are the pure in heart”, “New every morning”, and “Sun of
my soul”.

We will commemorate him at the Wednesday Eucharist on 14"
July, the anniversary of his death in 1866.
